 Nordstrom Scholarship Program 2009 
 

The scholarship is open to high school juniors who will be entering their senior year the 
fall of 2009 and reside in and attend school in pre-selected schools in the North and 
Central New Jersey area.  To be eligible, the students must be a high school junior with 
an un-weighted cumulative GPA of at least 2.7; have made a substantial contribution to 
the community; be involved in school activities; require financial assistance to attend 
college; and be eligible to attend a four-year college or university in the United States.  
They are offering up to five $10,000 scholarships to be paid in four equal installments of 
$2500 each over a four-year period, depending on eligibility.  Nordstrom has made these 
scholarships available in an effort to support and encourage the pursuit of high education. 
 To apply, students need to complete an application that includes a personal statement, 
financial statement and an essay of no more than 500 words.  An official copy of their 
high school transcript will also be required.  Applications must be postmarked by June 
1, 2009.  If chosen as finalists, students will be asked to participate in an interview.
